Campus Drive Mappings

ACT works under a campus/District drive mapping standard.  Listed below are elements of this standard that are most visible and useful for faculty/staff.  In general the campus network is logically partitioned into Staff and Student VLANs.  Access to all services is accessible from the Staff VLAN, but the Student VLAN cannot access staff restricted services.

Staff VLAN access.

J drive.  Accessible to all staff accounts. Contains documents/data of general interest to FC faculty and staff. All can read.  Write access restricted.

I Drive.  Division/Dept. drive for storing info for distribution within the organization.  Can be accessed only by members of the Division/Dept. Read/Write access is administered by the Division/Dept.

H Drive.  Drive allocated to a specific individual account for use by that account.  

S Drive.  Drive used by instructional faculty to access data from either Staff or  Student(classrooms/labs) VLAN locations.

K Drive.  Drive for storage of class data that will be directly accessible by students.

Mailbox.  Space allocated on Exchange server for mail storage and processing.

In general student accounts have an H Drive (for their account), a W: drive for web page publication, and access to the K Drive.
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
